STATEMENT OF FAITH OF THE LIGHTHOUSE FOR CHRIST MISSION

1. The Bible is inspired by the Holy Spirit and is the authoritative Word of God. II Timothy 3:15-17, II Peter 1:21.

2. God is made up of a Trinity of three persons: Father, Son and Holy Spirit. Deuteronomy 6:4, Matthew 28:19, II Corinthians 13:14.

a. The Father, who is a Spirit, infinite, eternal, and unchangeable in all His character. John 4:24, Exodus 34:6.

b. The Son, Jesus Christ: He is God, virgin birth, sinless life, died on a cross to save mankind from sin, bodily rose from the dead, and now sits at God’s right hand, and personal return. John 1:1, Isaiah 7:14, Hebrews 7:26, I Corinthians 15:3-4, Acts 1:11.

c. The Holy Spirit: Who is God, equal with the Father and the Son and of the same nature.  John 15:26

3. Satan is a real being, who is called the devil. Revelation 20:2.

4. Man is sinful by nature which is why he needs to be saved. Romans 5:12, John 3:5.

5. Salvation is a free gift received by faith in the substitute death of Jesus. Titus 3:4-7, Ephesians 2:8-9, Romans 5:8.

6. The real existence of Heaven and Hell after death. Matthew 25:46, Philippians 3:21.

7. The Church worldwide is made up of all believers everywhere. Ephesians 1:22-23, 5:25-32, Acts 15:41, 16:5.

STATEMENT OF PRACTICE OF ALL GUESTS AND STAFF WHILE IN KENYA

1. The Lighthouse for Christ Mission is a Christian Mission serving the Christian Church in East Africa. We expect all those working with the Lighthouse to act in a manner consistent with traditional Judeo-Christian Morality. This especially means:
No smoking or drinking alcoholic beverages at any time on the coast of Kenya. Because smoking and drinking alcoholic beverages are either intrinsically harmful or are unacceptable to large numbers of African believers, we ask that you and your guests abstain from these activities while associated with the Lighthouse.

If any persons are accompanying the visiting doctor or primary guest who is of the opposite sex and is not married to the primary guest – the mission must be notified ahead of time as to the relationship and what way this person will be of help to the mission. No visitors associated with the Lighthouse are to “live or sleep together” who are not married while on the coast of Kenya. Generally it is more culturally acceptable for 2 ladies to accompany a single male doctor.

There may also be some other activities which are felt to be offensive for cultural reasons, and we expect visiting volunteers and all staff to abide by recommendations given them by Lighthouse staff.

2. The Lighthouse for Christ Mission is a non-denominational mission with a doctrinal statement clarifying the essentials of faith. The goal of the Lighthouse is to support and serve the local churches, and to foster the creation of new churches. Since cooperation and unity in spirit are so important, we ask that you not promote any denominational practices which vary from those practiced by the local church, which is associated with the Lighthouse. If you have any questions about specific practices, please ask the Mission Director or one of the staff evangelists.

3. The Lighthouse for Christ Mission is a faith mission. This means we have no large financial backers such as religious denominations or foundations. Rather, we live month to month “by faith”. All funds are acquired through donations from churches and individuals. The Lighthouse, therefore, cannot provide funds for the staff missionary or short term volunteer, other than the funds that are explicitly directed by the donors to that missionary or volunteer’s individual account.
